If you don’t believe us,
just ask Corky. In 1995, they moved back to Salt Lake City, Utah. Beverly got
a job working at a nursing home as a dietary aid. When she retired, she took
the responsibility to care for her many grandchildren that she loved dearly.
She was a very involved grandma, from dropping off and picking up the
grandkids from school to weekend sleepovers. She would attend all their
extracurricular activities from soccer, softball, and the long hours of dance



competitions. She acquired a puppy named Rocky from her grandson. Rocky
ended up being her favorite grand puppy and he would never leave her side.
When Beverly’s health started to decline her kids and grandchildren stepped
in and showed her the same love and care that she had given them
throughout the years. In her final days, she was surrounded by her loved
ones. Beverly was a woman of nine lives as was the toughest Cookie we ever
met. She will be deeply missed.

She is survived by George Garcia “Corky”, and her children Lisa Jensen, Joe
Lopez (Cindy), Janette Placencia (Jerry), Deneen Casillas (Robert), George
Garcia Jr (Lisa), Michelle Davis (Aaron), and sister Mary Lambert.
