
Boyd Lamont Nielson
July 22, 1928 - October 1, 2015

Beloved husband, father, grandpa, and grandpa-great, Boyd Lamont Nielson,
87, died October 1, 2015 of natural causes at his home in Orem, Utah. He
was born July 22, 1928, in Roosevelt, Utah, to Reuben Lamont Nielson and
Florence Pack Nielson. Boyd grew up in Roosevelt, where he participated in
high school sports and graduated from Roosevelt High School. Boyd served in
the United States Army during the Korean War. He was honorably discharged
as a Corporal in 1952. In April 2015, Boyd along with other Utah veterans
received recognition from the Republic of Korea with the Ambassador for
Peace Medal. Boyd married Carol Reese on August 19, 1954 in the Salt Lake
Temple. They lived in Orem and then Salt Lake City, before returning to Orem
where they made their permanent home. Boyd attended vocational school,
graduating with a degree in refrigeration in 1956. He worked many years for
BYU Auxiliary Maintenance and retired in 1990. He then worked for the Orem
Maceys grocery store for 14 years. Boyd was a faithful member of the Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. He served in many church callings and
dedicated his later years to many hours of temple work. Boyd enjoyed growing
a large garden each summer. He was an avid reader of church books,
biographies, and westerns. Boyd was wise, gentle, generous and kind. He
truly exemplified a Christ-like life. 

 

Boyd is survived by his wife of 61 years, Carol Reese Nielson, and his seven
children: Terry Boyd Nielson (Karen), Diane Simmons (Brad), Janet Zobell
