Bulou Elenoa Sivokidaveta, Age: 61 years old, passed away on Sunday,
January 28, 2024 in Saratoga Springs, Utah. She was born on June 12, 1962
in Suva, Fiji Islands to her father, Apakuki Nanovo and her mother, Ateca
Bulileka. 

Bulou Elenoa grew up attending the Raiwaqa Methodist Church until she left
Fiji in 1997 to live in the United States. 

Sabbath Worship was important in her parents’ home. Her father was a
Sunday School teacher and mother sang in the Raiwaqa Methodist Choir.
Bulou was active in Sunday School and Methodist Youth Fellowship (MYF).
She had seen her parents Ratu and Ateca serve in their church, their
community and give a life of service to others. She followed her parents’
commitment to serve and help others around her until her last moments with
us. 

 

Bulou completed her schooling in Suva, Fiji by attending 1st & 2nd grades at
Annesley Primary School, 3rd-6th grades at Suva Methodist Primary School,
7th & 8th grades at Dudley Intermediate & 9th-12th grades at Dudley High

Bulou was very involved in the Raiwaqa Women’s Basketball Team, and her



entire family supported local and national basketball organizations with her
brothers Tukana, Tusolo and sister Rai. 

Bulou became a mother at first to Jo (raised by Bulou’s parents), and within a
few years had her daughters Ateca, Mereoni and her youngest daughter
Salote. Bulou lost her girls Ateca and then Mereoni when they were 6 years
old. Bulou was married to Vilikesa and became a widow. She was acquainted
with much loss and grief at a young age. These experiences of loss and grief
would propel her into a selfless life of compassionate service to countless
friends, her family including those who employed her, and also to strangers in
need. 

Bulou was a caregiver to the elderly in Northern California for many years and
when she moved to Utah, she served young people with disabilities working
for Limitless Care. The residents she cared for called her Big Nau or Eleanor.
Her love in this new field expanded her and filled her with purpose. 

Bulou Elenoa’s truest love is for her grandchildren. Tukana, Jieli, Samiu, DJ,
Mosese and Joni. Her legacy of Faith, Compassion and Service to those in
need will live on through her posterity.
