Obituary of Liduvina Zuniga Quiroz

Liduvina Zuniga Quiroz, 73, passed away peacefully on May 21, 2025, at the
University of Utah South Jordan Health Center in South Jordan, Utah. She
was born on May 8, 1952, in Camiri, Santa Cruz, Bolivia, as Liduvina Zuniga
Espinoza, daughter of Olga Espinoza Robles and Ludovico Zuniga Coca. On
March 16, 1984, she married Benjamin Jorge Quiroz in Santa Cruz de la
Sierra, Bolivia.

Childhood in Camiri

Liduvina spent the first 16 years of her life in Camiri, in a home filled with love
but also with discipline. She often recalled her father’s strict nature and her
mother’s kindness. From an early age, she was encouraged to develop her
talents: she studied English, took piano lessons, and was deeply interested in
the books her father often brought home. She learned that character is formed
through good habits and that intelligence should be used to live well, not just
to excel in school.

Boarding School and Life Lessons

At the age of 16, she attended a boarding school in Santiago de Chiquitos,
Santa Cruz—her first experience away from home. She faced bullying,



homesickness, and the difficulty of making friends. However, these
experiences taught her valuable lessons: the importance of standing up for
oneself and the value of true friends—those who “stand by you in good times
and bad.”

Life in Argentina

Driven by her desire for academic advancement, Liduvina moved to Salta,
Argentina, to pursue university studies. Alone in a foreign country, she
encountered financial hardships and, for the first time, hunger. The monthly
care packages with money and food from her parents sometimes arrived late,
while rent was always due on time. To get by, she began tutoring
neighborhood children, demonstrating her resourcefulness, responsibility, and
resilience.

A year later, due to a family financial crisis, she returned to Bolivia, where she
continued her studies in Chemical Engineering at the Universidad Auténoma
Gabriel René Moreno in Santa Cruz.

Love, Family, and Dedication

In 1975, during a chemistry class in Santa Cruz, she met Benjamin Jorge
Quiroz. Their shared academic challenges blossomed into a deep and lasting
love. After completing his studies, Benjamin earned his degree as a Chemical
Engineer, while Liduvina chose to postpone her thesis to focus on raising a
family. They were married on March 16, 1984.

Together, they raised two sons: Jorge Samuel and Daniel Anthony. Liduvina
managed the family business, a public transportation company. Her dedication
to both family and work was unwavering, and she found joy, purpose, and
fulfillment in both.



New Beginnings in the United States

On January 20, 2006, in the later stage of her life, Liduvina moved to the
United States—a country with a different language and culture. Despite the
language barrier, she learned enough to express herself and communicate,
especially with her grandchildren born in the U.S.

She was a devoted member of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Saints, where she served in various leadership positions, working with
children, youth, and adults. She often shared her testimony about prayer and
faith. Additionally, she served as a temple worker, strengthening her own
spirituality and that of those around her.

Legacy

Liduvina is survived by her beloved husband of over 41 years, Benjamin Jorge
Quiroz; her sons, Jorge Samuel Quiroz and Daniel Anthony Quiroz; and her
cherished grandchildren, Leila Venita Haidee Quiroz, James Gabriel Quiroz,
Emma Lucia Quiroz, and Jorge Jacob Quiroz (expected). She is also survived
by her siblings: Wilton Benjamin Zuniga Espinoza, Axel Naval Zuniga
Espinoza, and Ludmila Zuniga Espinoza.

She was preceded in death by her father, Ludovico Zuniga Coca; her mother,
Olga Espinoza Robles; and her brother, Abad Zuniga Espinoza.

Infancia en Camiri

Liduvina paso los primeros 16 afios de su vida en Camiri, creciendo en un
hogar lleno de amor, pero también de disciplina. Recordaba con frecuencia el
caracter estricto de su padre y la amabilidad de su madre. Fue animada
desde joven a desarrollar sus talentos: estudio inglés, tomo clases de piano, y
se intereso por el conocimiento contenido en libros que su padre solia traer a
casa. Ella aprendi6 que el caracter esta formado por buenos habitos y te
definen como persona, y que la inteligencia debe usarse para vivir, no solo
para destacar en los estudios.

Internado y Lecciones de Vida

A los 16 afos, Liduvina asistié a un internado lejos de casa en Santiago de
Chiquitos, Santa Cruz, su primera experiencia fuera del hogar. Enfrento el
acoso escolar, la nostalgia y la dificultad para hacer amistades. Sin embargo,
aprendié valiosas lecciones: la importancia de defenderse y el valor de los
verdaderos amigos—aquellos que "estan contigo en las buenas y en las
malas".

Vida en Argentina



Motivada por su deseo de superacion académica, Liduvina se mudé a Salta,
Argentina. Estando sola en otro pais, enfrentd dificultades econdmicas y, por
primera vez, el hambre. Los paquetes mensuales con dinero y comida que le
enviaban sus padres a veces llegaban tarde, mientras el pago del alquiler
seguia siendo puntual. Comenzé a dar clases particulares a nifios del
vecindario, demostrando su ingenio y determinacion para salir adelante.

Un afo después, debido a una crisis econdmica familiar, regresoé a Bolivia,
donde continué sus estudios de Ingenieria Quimica en la Universidad
Autonoma Gabriel René Moreno en Santa Cruz.

Amor, Familia y Dedicacion

En 1975, durante una clase de quimica en Santa Cruz, conocidé a Benjamin
Jorge Quiroz. Sus desafios académicos compartidos se transformaron en un
amor duradero. Al terminar sus estudios, Benjamin obtuvo el titulo de
Ingeniero Quimico, mientras que Liduvina decidié postergar su tesis para
dedicarse a su familia. Se casaron el 16 de marzo de 1984.

Juntos criaron a dos hijos: Jorge Samuel y Daniel Anthony. Liduvina se
encargo del negocio familiar, administrando una empresa de transporte
publico. Su dedicacion a su familia y su trabajo fue constante, y encontré
alegria y propdésito en ambos.

Nuevos Comienzos en Estados Unidos
